GLENLAKE REFEREE CLINICS 2010
In order to become a referee with the Glenlake Hockey Association you need to attend a Central Zone referee clinic and email the Glenlake Referee Coordinator at referees@glenlakehockey.com of your intent to ref.  Central Zone does not notify Glenlake.
Clinics:

Whether you are a first time or returning referee, you will need to attend a weekend referee clinic that is put on by the Central Zone Referee Committee in order to receive your referee certification.

Once you are certified, you can be assigned games.  A first year referee can expect to work 5 to 10 games a season depending on how many people sign up.  Most of the games will likely be in the latter part of the year.

If you were a certified referee last year (2009-10), your certification will expire on December 31st, 2010.  You must attend one of the clinics to keep your referee certification for the next year.

You will need to register for these clinics and pay the clinic fees at the time of registration.  New Level 1 referees can expect to pay about $100 or more, returning Level 1 refs a little bit less and Level 2 refs about $120.  On completion of the clinic, you will be given the Hockey Alberta Referees’ Council Application Form which has your Referee Number on it as well as the fees paid and your Exam mark.  Please keep this form and submit a copy of it to the Referee Coordinator.  Glenlake will reimburse you for your clinic costs with the exception of insurance.  Glenlake will not reimburse you for your hockey helmet and visor, referee jersey, pants, whistle, elbow or shin pads or referee girdle.
Please look at the Central Zone Referee Committee website at www.czrc.ab.ca under Calgary Clinics for specifics on registration for the clinics.  All new, Level 1 and Level 2 refs with less than 5 years experience must do the 2 day clinic.
