REFEREES: FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
At what age can I be a referee?
You must be 13 years old by December 31st of the year in which you want to referee.

What level of hockey will I be officiating?

The levels you will officiate will vary depending on your age.  If you are between 13 and 15, you will only be certified to officiate non-contact hockey (Novice and Atom).  If you are 16 and over, you will be able to officiate contact as well as non-contact hockey.  Glenlake is only responsible for scheduling referees for the lower divisions of Pee Wee as well as Atom and Novice.  The upper levels of Pee Wee, Bantam, Midget and Junior are looked after by Central Zone.  If you are over 16 years old, you can register with Central Zone and pick up more games, but we ask that if you do so, please keep in mind that you will need to coordinate your games with Glenlake to avoid conflicts.

How do I know what games to ref?

The assigned Referee Schedule will be sent out by email to all the referees and will be posted on the Referee page of the Glenlake website.  In addition, it has been requested that the teams call the referee a day or two ahead of the home games to remind them but please do not rely on this method for notification.

What if I have a conflict with my assigned game?
Please check the schedule carefully when you receive it for conflicts.  If there is lots of time you can email the Referee Coordinator for schedule changes or swap games with other referees of the same level and experience.  Please notify the Ref Coordinator if you do this.
How much do I get paid to officiate a game with Glenlake?
The 2008-09 rate for the Glenlake community referee or linesman was $25 per game regardless of length of game or whether your role was the referee or linesman at the Novice, Atom or Pee Wee (Div 5-10) level.

There is so much information, how do I get help if I don’t know?

For your first game or two, you will be paired with an experienced referee on the ice to answer any questions and to cover any information that may not have been covered in the clinic.  If there is enough interest amongst the newer refs, Glenlake will arrange a “mini” ref clinic in January for a review.
